GZA and NHESP toured the NJ Tea, we are no longer in violation of any permits; we nee to open some more space on east side for lupine. We are creating NJ Tea and Lupine areas under rotating beacon. New team will review the mowing plan and possibly update the plan. We will begin the Consultant Selection Process. We received a Planning Board notice for a 3.9 acre solar farm across from Industrial Blvd. that should have little to no impact on us. There was a bird strike on the Northampton training plane last week.
